» Concerns from locals regarding the length of the new laybys — not long enough to
take an articulated lorry. RJ McLeods already lengthening 2 laybys.
» Concerns re: narrowness of the road — 2 lorries will not be able to pass here and
the snow plough will not be able to pass with its blade down.
» Concerns re: installation of kerb stones and gravel infill between passing places.

Timber Transport Road — Nothing to report this month.
CC campaigning for the Highland Council to install “flashing speed/smiley face” signs in
